Fr Alois Kashuba OFM Cap (aged 55, arrested by the Gestapo in Dormantsy, near Lutsk, 

Ukraine in 1942, released; prohibited from active ministry in Ukraine on April 11, 1958, 
in response became a missionary who travelled throughout the USSR; arrested on March 
6, 1966 for a 'gypsy way of life', sentenced to 5 years' imprisonment; UPDATE: 
released)
