Pakistan: Gojra Colony [ghetto], Toba Tek Singh district, Punjab province 

Muslims rioted after false rumors were circulated of Christian desecration of Quranic 

verses on printed wedding materials, forty homes and a church were burned to the 

ground 

Hameed Maseeh (aged 50, burned to death) 

Asia Bibi (aged 20, burned to death) 

Asifa Bibi (aged 19, burned to death) 

Imamia Bibi (aged 22, burned to death) 

Musa (aged 7, burned to death) 

Akhlas Maseeh (aged 40, burned to death) 

Parveen (aged 50, burned to death) 

Mukhtar Maseeh (accused of Quran desecration, not arrested) 

Talib Maseeh (father of Imran Maseeh, accused of Quran desecration, not arrested) 

Imran Maseeh (son of Talib Maseeh, accused of Quran desecration, not arrested) 

Rafiq Masih (said “They were shouting anti-Christian slogans and attacked our houses”)
